	Summary of annual assessment visit

	Lisa has settled back into work following the birth of her son. There were 5 children present on this occasion, Lisa works well with her co-childminder, sharing information and ensuring good supervision at all times. The home environment is utilised well, with an excellent range of resources, toys and experiences available to the children across all areas of the house. Parents are kept informed through a range of media.

Assessment Findings

	The Safeguarding and Welfare Requirements:

	The safeguarding and welfare requirements are met and Lisa demonstrates a good understanding of her responsibilities to ensure the safety and welfare of the children in her care. The home is clean and hygienic, the children’s specific dietary needs are displayed in the kitchen, a healthy snack was offered and there was fresh water readily available. Lisa was advised to ensure the correct installation of the smoke alarms to ensure the best smoke detection on both floors. The emergency evacuation is practiced regularly with the children. The setting have installed a video doorbell in order to identify callers before opening the door. The policies have been reviewed recently and are shared with the parents electronically. The art/craft room doubles up as a sleep space in the afternoon, where clean sheets are put out daily for the children. Lisa needs to ensure that the paper towels for drying their hands are used consistently to prevent any risk of cross-infection. There is clear and concise recording of administration of medication with parental signatures and the daily register records the times of arrival and departure. 


	The childcare environment:

	The childcare environment is excellent, offering a wide range of resources, and space for children to move around independently. There are home-made activity boards and resources in the sensory room alongside bought items where the children enjoyed playing with lights and textured resources. There is planning in place that follows themes across the year however this is very adaptable and altered to meet the children’s needs and interests as they emerge, for example whilst the theme was transport the children wanted to explore the dinosaurs and Lisa adapted and went with their interest. There is a dedicated art/craft room where the children can independently choose from a range of resources including glitter, glue, paint, stickers, playdough etc. 

The garden is a work in progress and Lisa has plans to develop this further, currently the children have to be closely supervised as some areas are out of bounds and care needs to be taken with containers that collect water. 

	Learning and Development:

	The children are making good progress as evidenced through their tracking tools, Lisa should ensure that the children’s starting points are recorded within the children’s first few weeks. Lisa keeps a daily diary for each child which is shared with parents, and each child has an individual learning journal with examples of their art work, observations and assessments. The observations would benefit from more detailed analysis and next steps must be recorded more consistently in order to inform the individual planning. All of the childminders working together share information and discuss each child regularly and all can contribute to their observations, the system would benefit from a more focussed key worker approach and observations should contain the author’s details for clarity. 


	Partnership working:

	Parents are made welcome and have plenty of opportunities to discuss their children’s development and progress and contribute useful information to support the care of the children. 

The setting share information via email and the parents receive a regular newsletter.  All of the children have comprehensive contracts and the parents receive the policies and procedures for information.
